HOLY FAMILY  
 

Jesus was born into a family devoted to the word 
of God When God sent his only begotten Son into 
the world, Jesus was born into a human family as 
a Jew who was raised according to the teaching 
and wisdom of God's word in the Hebrew      
Scriptures (the Old Testament Scriptures) and the 
religious customs of his people.  Jesus was born 
under the law of Moses (Galatians 4:4) and was 
circumcised (the sign of being a covenanted   
member of I srael) on the eighth day and given his 
name, Yeshua in Hebrew (Jesus in English) which 
means "God saves. 
"We know little about Jesus' early life at home in 
Nazareth. Luke in his Gospel     account gives us a 
glimpse of Jesus' growth as a boy into young  
manhood. Luke tells us that Jesus was obedient to 
his   parents - Mary, his mother and Joseph, his 
foster father. As devout and God-fearing Jews, 
Joseph and Mary raised the boy    Jesus according 
to the Scriptures and   Jewish customs. It was the 
duty of all  Jewish parents to raise their children in 
the instruction and wisdom of God's word in the 
Scriptures.
