Good Shepherd Sunday

The Fourth Sunday of Easter we traditionally
celebrate as Good Shepherd Sunday and Vocations
Sunday. This is because in the Gospel of the day
(from St. John’s Gospel), Jesus speaks of himself as
the Shepherd who is prepared to lay down his life for
his sheep.

When a man becomes a priest, he sacrifices his own
will and chooses instead to follow Jesus and he
aspires to become as Christ to others. In doing so, he
answers Christ’s call to serve the Church and its
people.

In the Gospel of that Sunday, we read that the Good
Shepherd - Jesus- knows his sheep, and they know
him, recognizing his voice which is unique. He
affirms our belonging to the family of God: like the
sheep, once we are part of his fold, we cannot be lost
or stolen, since no-one can cheat God, and Jesus is
one with God.

Good Shepherd Sunday is an opportunity to pray for
vocations, to encourage those who might be
considering ordained or religious life, and for each of
us to ask ourselves whether the Lord might be calling
us to do some definite service for him.
