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Dear Sacred Heart Parishioners,

Over five years ago, the Diocese of Bridgeport embarked on an ambitious fund-raising
plan: We Stand With Christ (WSWC). The purpose of this letter is to update you on the
status of WSWC here at Sacred Heart,

At the beginning of the project each parishioner was asked to pledge an amount to be paid
to the diocese over five years. However, a percentage of these donations were earmarked
to be returned to the parish for specifically approved projects. Our projects were to
repair our beautiful stained glass windows, and to provide improved handicapped access
with a new ramp and re-modeled bathroom,

Here is a summary of the status of these projects:

Stained Glass Windows - completed
Total Expense: $45,989
Paid for by We Stand With Christ Income: $25,719
Paid for by contributions from parishioners: $20,270

Handicapped Ramp - completed
Total Expense: $53,450
Paid for by We Stand With Christ Income: $47 563
Paid for by contributions from parishioners: $ 5,887

Handicapped Bathroom - in progress

Estimated Expense: $26,875
We Stand With Christ funds available: $11,122
Shortfall: $15,763

You will not be surprised to learn that actual expenses exceeded initial estimates,
resulting in a potential shortfall for our final project. While we have received over $80k
from the diocese for our projects, with possibly more to come as pledges are paid, these
funds have not completely covered the cost of our projects,

So I am asking that if you have pledged 1o WSWC but have not yet paid the amount you
pledged, please fry to pay it as scon as possible so that we may complete the handicapped
bathroom without using any parish savings. If you have completed your pledge, but would
like to support the handicapped bathroom project, all donations are welcomel
