Dear Parish Family,

Our Parish has a unique geographical position in the
Diocese of Bridgeport - we are right on the border,
not just of the Diocese, but also of the State. | have to
cross State lines to buy the groceries, especially Food
from Costco for our Family Mass, Flowers for the
Church, etc.

When Sacred Heart Parish was established, what is
now known as the Byram section of Greenwich, it was
called East Port Chester - the community of Port
Chester crossed the State line back then, just as it still
does now, at least spiritually. | see this as a great
advantage!
